How it Works
Several of our towers, including the 
new Mine Hill site, are quite remote 
and are well beyond the practical 
reach of electrical lines.

We solve that with solar power. 
Basically, our solar cells convert 
sunshine to electricity, which is used to 
keep large storage batteries recharged, 
which in turn power our equipment.

Most of the time that’s all we need. 
However, during the shorter days of winter and during extended periods of 
limited sunshine, an extra boost is sometimes needed. That’s what the 
generator is for, seen at bottom-right in the photo. We monitor battery voltage 
from our office, and when they need recharging we can start the generators 
automatically. Pressurized propane tanks minimize remote start problems and 
are easily refilled in the summer. That’s all there is to it!

What’s Next?
With the Mine Hill tower completed for service 
to Success Valley we’re turning our attention 
next to the Richgrove project, which is being 
funded by a grant from the Rural Utilities 
Service branch of the USDA to provide 
high-speed Internet service to this small 
community about 20 miles south of Porterville. 

Our primary antennas will be mounted on 
the tallest structure in town, the 125’ water 
storage tank. The Community Services District 
is also building a new community center, 
which will house a 28-station computer lab for 
the use of local residents. A groundbreaking 
ceremony was held on March 24th and project 
completion is expected this summer. Service 
coverage will also extend toward Delano.

Special "mission impossible" cases are those where obstacles such as trees or buildings between the wireless tower and the customer site 
normally make wireless service impossible. OACYS can now use new technology to provide service in some cases, sending signal around or 
through the obstacles. Individual circumstances will vary and this plan may not be available from all towers. Our free site survey will determine 
whether 900 service may be feasible when standard 24 service is not.
